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Here is the forecast for the United Kingdom until dawn tomorrow:

Staying cold on Friday with plenty of sunshine after a frosty start, but 
northerly winds will bring scattered wintry showers to windward coasts. Saturday
will be cold but fine in the east, whilst cloud and patchy rain will affect 
western parts.
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
