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Here is the forecast for the United Kingdom until dawn tomorrow:
A breezy and blustery day with sunny spells, but also occasional showers. The 
showers being heavy at times, and still with some snow on high ground. A longer 
spell of rain is expected to cross  Wales, southern England and the Midlands 
during the day. Showery rain may continue over southern England tonight.
