It was a chilly start to the day
across many areas, especially
across northern Scotland, central
England and parts of north-west
England.

The day was rather cold, cloudy and
showery for much of the U.K. The
showers were particularly prevalent
and heavy across northern and
central Scotland throughout the day,
with a few thunderstorms at times,
especially in the evening across
Moray.

Scattered heavy showers,
including isolated thunderstorms,
also developed across the Midlands,
the Manchester area and inland
Wales through the afternoon, with
the heavy showers mostly affecting
the Midlands through the evening.
Also through the evening an area of
mostly light rain developed across
southern England, stretching from
the Bristol Channel to the Thames
estuary. Northern Ireland had broken
cloud and sunny spells, but still a
rather cold day with scattered light
showers.

During the evening the showers
mostly died away, leaving largely
clear skies. The best temperatures
and driest weather occurred across
the far south, with localised places
across south-west England having a
rather warm day. This was in
marked contrast to a zone of
overcast, wet and very cold
conditions which affected
Northumberland and Cumbria during
the morning, before edging south to
reach parts of Yorkshire later in the
afternoon.

During the early hours, rain across
south-east Wales, the Midlands and
north-east England spread to other
parts of England and Wales.
Through the morning and afternoon
the wettest weather became focused
across Wales and south-west
England, where torrential rain and
thunderstorms  occurred  across
south Wales, east Cornwall and
Devon. The thunderstorms affected
east Devon in the morning, whilst
very heavy rain affected Devon all
day. Across south Wales, the very
heavy rain and thunderstorms
occurred during the afternoon,
particularly across the valleys.

Through the day, brighter weather
edged westwards across eastern
England, with the rain becoming
lighter across central England in the
afternoon.

During the evening, the heaviest
rain became slow moving across
southern Wales, Somerset, Dorset
and eventually Bristol.

For Scotland and Northern
Ireland, the day was brighter, with
sunny intervals and scattered
showers, although wetter weather
did temporarily affect south-eastern
Northern Ireland. Maximum
temperatures were generally well
below average, and it was
unseasonably cold in the rain. A stiff
north-easterly wind across northern
and central parts made it feel colder.

During the early hours, a band of
torrential rain across Dorset,
Somerset and southern Wales,
edged north-eastwards towards
London and the south Midlands,
while clearer weather with
scattered light showers followed
into the far south-west.

Through the morning, the
band of heavy rain moved
northwards across south-east
and central England and east
Wales, where it then remained
over the north  Midlands,
Lincolnshire and Norfolk for
much of the afternoon. The rain
was accompanied by
thunderstorms in and around
London early in the morning, and
across the north and east
Midlands and the Wash area
until mid afternoon.

To the south of the rain-band,
it became much brighter from the
south-west, although thundery
downpours broke out in places
across inland southern England
and south-east Wales in the
afternoon and early evening. In
addition, a tornado was reported
near Ipswich.

Across the northern half of
the U.K., the weather was much
drier and brighter with scattered
lighter showers. By the end of
the evening, the remaining rain
largely died away.

Through the night heavy showers
continued to affect eastern areas of
Scotland and England. Most
remaining areas had a dry night,
with clear spells, which lead to a
chilly start to the day in many rural
areas. Northern Scotland was
especially chilly, with localised air
frosts occurring.

During the day further showers
developed across parts of England,
Scotland and Wales. The heaviest
showers, some thundery, where
across eastern England but also
across Hampshire in the afternoon.
There were reports of small
tornadoes developing from these
thunderstorms, near Hull and also
around Brokenhurst in Hampshire.

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Summary of UK Weather for
Sunday 28 June 2009.

There was a dry start to the day
for much of the U.K., although it
was rather cloudy in many
places and extensive low cloud
and fog affected eastern
counties of Scotland and
England. Intermittent light rain in
south-west England persisted
into the morning, but cloud
became broken over England
and Wales as the morning
progressed allowing some long,
sunny periods by the middle of
the day.

By contrast, cloud increased
over Scotland and Northern
Ireland during the morning with
occasional light rain affecting
some parts. During the
afternoon, showers developed
across England and Wales and
these became heavy and
thundery at times and were
rather slow moving, and
continued into the evening.

The light rain in south-west
England slowly weakened as it
moved north-eastwards during
the day, finally arriving in Wales
and Northern Ireland by the
evening.

It was a warm or very warm
day for many parts of the U.K.
with central and south-east
England recording the highest
temperatures today, although
low cloud and fog suppressed
temperatures along North Sea
coasts.

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Summary of UK Weather for
Monday 29 June 20009.

Most of the U.K. was dry
overnight, although there was
some light rain in Northern

Ireland and Wales which spread
north into Scotland during the
early hours of the morning.
There were also showers in
south-west England, and these
became heavy and thundery for
a time as they spread into Wales
and the Midlands, dying out by
lunchtime.

Eastern parts of Scotland and
England were affected by fog
and low cloud this morning, and
this was slow to clear in places,
only burning back to the North
Sea coasts by lunchtime. There
was plenty of sunshine across
the U.K. with Northern Ireland
being the main exception to this
as cloud persisted for much of
the day.

Further showers developed in
the afternoon, along a line
stretching from west London
through the Midlands and into
north Wales. These showers
became thundery, producing
some high rainfall accumulations
and continued well into the
evening across parts of the
Midlands.

Temperatures  were  well
above average for the time of
year across much of the UK,
with the warmest being in
London and the south-east of
England.
