Notes on the Weather of the 24 hours ended ~fh. Today

Moderate falls of rain occurred during the day in . 
the North and West, and at Eskda1emuir. there was a thunder 
storm during the afternoon. Pine or fair weather prevail 
ed in the south.,where from 10 to 12 hours of bright 
sunshine Were recorded. The general North-Westerly winds, 
however, maintained relatively lew temperatures, and the 
thermometer rose tJfcove 65° c,t Dungeness only.

The Conditions at ~fh. Today

A depression covers the Northern half of the North 
Set,. The development of a secondary yesterday over NJB. 
Scotland has caused a, considerable increase in the wind 
force over these Islands generally. Fresh to strong "NE 
winds are blowing to the north ,-f Scotland, and moderate 
to fresh breezes, mainly between W. and NW.f in other 
areas. A showery type of weather prevails.

The General Outlook

The bc.roraeter shows a tendency to fall age.in on 
the west cot-st of Ireland. It is not unlikely, therefore, 
that the distribution will again revert to the South- 
Westerly type owing to the approach of a fresh depression 
fir cm the Atlantic, Speaking very generally, unsettled 

i ons are likely to continue.

Little more 
then one hour of bright sunshine was recorded in the 
south-west but other districts experienced^up to.

Maximum temperatures ranged from 55° ^° &5°• At Usk-

The Conditions at 7h - Today.

The depression which was over the Northern 
Sea yesterday morning has moved south-eastward and is 
now centred over the Oattegat. The barometer is rising 
brisKly on the eastern side of the North Sea a-nd slowly 
over the British Isles, Prance and the Netherlands.

Winds have become very light from S. in the 
west of Ireland, but elsewhere the NW. current continues 
with velocity considerably moderated since yesterday. 
•There are some showers in the north of Scotland but fair 
or fine weather prevails in other localities.

'The Outlook

Winds will probably become light and inde­ 
finite in the Southern districts, remaining, moderate 
from UW. to N. in the north and norths-east. Pair 
or fine weather may be anticipated today and 
tomorrow but the further outlook-is uncertain. £••*

Notes on the Weather of the 24 houre ended 7h. Today

Weather continued unsettled, rain falling in the 
Southern and Western districts. Thunder occurred in 
many localities; in the London area a thunderstorm during 
the afternoon was accompanied by violent hail locally. 
Over eleven hours of sunshine were registered in the 
north of Ireland and west of Scotland. Temperature ex­ 
ceeded 70° at one or two stations in the south, but fell 
as low as 33° during the night at Eskdalemuir.

The Conditions at 7h. Today

The depression off our south-west coasts continued 
to- fill up slowly and winds have become light except in 
the extreme north of Scotland where there are fresh 
W. to NW. winds forming part of the circulation 
associated with a depression over Northern Scandinavia. 
A belt of high pressure extends from the west of 
Scotland to the- Netherlands. Rain is falling at Stornoway 
and Steidesnaes and drizzle or showers at a number of 
stations in the south of England and Ireland. Much mist 
or fog prevails.

She General Outlook

There are no indications of any definite change in 
the type of distribution. Weather over the British Isles 
will probably continue of an unsettled character but 
fair intervals of considerable duration are probable.
